Entries will be taken for the 4-H Floral Hall on Friday, July 24th 

from 9:00 am until 12:00 noon.  The 4-H projects will be judged 

and the floral hall reopened for viewing.  All entries should be re-

moved between 4:00 and 5:00 pm on Friday, July 24th.    
Ribbons and money will be awarded to all who enter the 4-H Floral 

Hall!  The awards will be based on the Danish judging system: each 

blue ribbon will receive $3.00; red ribbon $2.00 and white ribbon 

$1.00. Champions in many of the classes will advance to the KY 

State Fair in August for competition in Cloverville.

The following is a description of the Centennial Cake Decorating Class  

1. Entry consists of a cake decorated in the Kentucky 4-H Centennial theme. 

2. Styrofoam MUST be the base for the decorating.  Real cakes will NOT be accepted. 
3. Judging is based on decoration only not taste. 

4. Exhibit is not limited to a color or design. 

5. Refrigeration will NOT be provided. 
6. Exhibit must be limited in size to no taller than 24ò and no more 

than ½ sheet board. 

7. Cakes will NOT be returned from the State Fair. 
 

This is the only year that decorated cakes will be eligible to be exhibited 
at the County and State Fair.  Class champions will be selected in the 

Junior and Senior Divisions.
